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	M72 NGC6981 Mel 233 - Globular Cluster – Class IX – Moderate
This is the most distant globular cluster catalogued by Charles Messier at a distance of 53,000 Light Years. However it can be seen in binoculars as a fuzzy blob and telescopes of 20 cm (8”) or larger will reveal its true nature. 
	

	
	
	
	

	M73 NGC6994 Cr 426 – Open Cluster/Asterism – IV1p – Easy
Charles Messier must have been having an off day when he catalogued this cluster as it only contains 4 stars! There is some debate as to whether this is a genuine open cluster or and Asterism but it is still a nice object to see.
	

	
	
	
	

	M2 NGC7089 Mel 235 – Globular Cluster – Class II – Easy
This is a very nice object indeed and is considered the showpiece of this constellation. Under good conditions it can be seen with the naked eye and even binoculars will show some detail. Beware it can be a difficult object to locate but once found enjoy!
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC7492 Mel 242 – Globular Cluster – Class XII – Difficult
This is a very faint object and in instruments up to 25cm will appear as no more than a fuzzy blob. To see any detail you will need a telescope size of 40cm (16”) or larger.
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC7009 C63 – Planetary Nebula “Saturn Nebula” – mag 8.9 – Moderate
Using a small telescope or under low power this object appears to have a Blue/Green hue and is often mistaken for Uranus or Neptune, however under high magnification through moderate sized telescopes this object does indeed look like Saturn. This is a lovely object to look at and the use of filters OIII/UHC will enhance your viewing experience.
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC7293 C55 – Planetary Nebula “Helix Nebula” – mag 7.5 – Moderate
This is one of the closest Planetary Nebulas to us and despite its apparent size it has a low surface brightness making it a tricky object to see. Despite this this object can be seen in binoculars of size 70mm or larger and again responds well to the use of filters OIII or UHC.
