	NGC5466 – Globular Cluster – Moderate

	NGC5248/Caldwell 45 – Galaxy – Moderate

Barely detectable in binoculars as a small patch of light but with telescopes of 15cm or larger it will be revealed as a bright nucleus with a barely perceived glowing haze around it. To see the spiral structure larger scopes of 40cm or more are required.   
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC5251 – Galaxy – Moderate

Face on spiral galaxy with a bright core and 2 faint spiral arms. Although visually faint this galaxy is easily seen at medium magnification as a small, round well defined patch of light. 
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC5492 – Galaxy – Moderate
Photographs show an edge on galaxy which visually is moderately bright and well seen at low magnification as a hazy spot. Using a high magnification will bring out the slightly brighter elongated core. 
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC5708 – Galaxy – Moderate
Visually this galaxy is a moderately bright inclined spiral galaxy. It is fairly large and is easily seen using high magnification.
	

	
	
	
	

	49 Delta Bootis STF27 Mag 3.5/7.8
Primary star is a deep yellow in colour whilst its companion is a yellow/white.
	

	
	
	
	

	17 Kappa Bootis STF1821 Mag 4.5/6.6
Primary star is a warmish white and its companion has a blue tinge
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	36 Epsilon Bootis STF1877 Mag 2.6/5.1/12.0

	37 Xi Bootis STF1888 Mag 4.7/6.5/12.6/13.6
This is a quadruple star system and will require a moderate sized telescope to resolve all the stars. The primary is yellow and the secondary is red/orange.
