	NGC6910/Cr 420 – Open Cluster – I 2 m n – Moderate 

Known as the Rocking Horse Cluster, a nice group of stars and through moderate or larger telescopes a definite Y shaped asterism can be seen.
	


	NGC6913/M29/Cr 422 – Open Cluster – I 2 m n – Easy

Best seen through small telescopes and binoculars, this would be a very bright cluster but for the fact that its centre is obscured by dust.
	


	NGC6888 – Emission Nebula – Difficult

Also known as the “Crescent Nebula” this object is best seen through large scopes and with a filter.
	


	NGC7000 – Emission Nebula – Moderate

Also known as the “North American Nebula” again this is best seen using a filter, it can be seen as faint patch of light in all scopes when not using one.
	


	NGC7027 – Planetary Nebula – Moderate

This rather ordinary planetary nebula has a high surface brightness and as a result will take high power magnification
	


	NGC6992/NGC6995 – Supernova Remnant - Moderate
This nebula is in 2 parts “The Western Veil Nebula” and the “Eastern Veil Nebula”. Best viewed using a filter which brings out subtle detail and is superb when viewed through the 20 inch Telescope in the “Connaught Dome”
	


	NGC6960 – Supernova Remnant – Moderate

Also known as the “Filament Nebula” forms part of the Western and Eastern Veil complex. Again best seen using a filter but can be seen through small scopes and binoculars without a filter under good conditions.
	


	NGC7063/Cr 435 – Open Cluster – III 1 p – Moderate 

In binoculars and small telescopes this cluster will appear as a patch of nebulosity. It is set in a rich star field and even larger scopes have difficulty in making it stand out from the rest of the stars
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	NGC6819/Cr 403 – Open Cluster – I 1 r – Moderate

A rich cluster located within and contrasting with the milky way. This makes it a good challenge for observers!
	


	NGC6826 – Planetary Nebula – Moderate

Known as the “Blinking Nebula” this superb nebula has at its centre a bright star which can be resolved even in moderate sized telescopes. By toggling the central star between direct and averted vision the nebula appears to blink!
	


	NGC7092/M39/Cr 438 – Open Cluster – III2m – Easy
Nice open cluster easily seen through binoculars as a triangular shaped group of stars. There is a nice double star at the centre of the cluster and all the stars exhibit a nice steely blue colour.
	


	6 Beta “Albireo” 3.4/4.7

Easy to locate and easy to split in binoculars this is Mac’s favourite and a real goodie. Look for a yellow primary with a blue secondary.
	


	61 STF2758 AB “Piazzi’s Flying Star 5.4/6.1

A rather ordinary double star with both stars a bright warm white in colour.
