	NGC2392 - Planetary Nebula “Eskimo or Clown Face Nebula” – Moderate
Excellent object best seen at high magnitude in moderate sized telescopes. Central star is Mag 10.4 and is surrounded by a dark zone and bright inner ring.
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2395/Collinder 144 - Open Cluster – III1p - Moderate
Bright cluster that appears as two groups, contains 30 stars of 8th magnitude
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2420 - Open Cluster – I2r - Easy
Open cluster contains around 100 stars. Through binoculars or a small telescope appears as a fuzzy patch of light, through larger telescopes a nice arc of stars is seen that has been likened to the constellation Corona Borealis. 
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2371/NGC2372 - Planetary Nebula – Moderate
Although this has 2 NGC numbers it is one object that has 2 connected patches surrounding a primary star. Will take a high magnification well when viewed through moderate or larger telescopes 
	

	
	
	
	

	M35/NGC2168 - Open Cluster – III2m - Easy
One of the most magnificent open clusters in the sky. Visible with the naked eye it contains around 200 stars. Binoculars will resolve some stars but small to medium size telescopes reveal just how superb this cluster is. Looks for chains of stars within the cluster
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2158/Collinder 81 - Open Cluster – II3r - Moderate
A tight group of around 70 stars can be difficult to make out in smaller scopes against the backdrop of stars. In wide field binoculars can be seen in the same field of view as M35
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	NGC2288/NGC2289/NGC2290/NGC2291/NGC2294 - Galaxies - Challenging 

These galaxies form a curved chain of galaxies. NGC2289 and NGC2290 are reasonably easy to detect through moderate sized telescopes the others need excellent seeing conditions.
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2385/NGC2388/NGC2389 - Galaxies – Moderate

These 3 form part of a group of 7 galaxies that form an east-west chain 1 degree in length. These 3 galaxies are brighter than the others and can be seen in the same field of view when using a medium magnification with a moderate sized telescope.
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2129/Collinder 77 - Open Cluster – II3p - Moderate
Appears as a small hazy spot through binoculars but when viewed through moderate sized telescopes a group of stars surrounding 2 brighter stars will appear.
	

	
	
	
	

	NGC2355 - Open Cluster – II2p - Easy

Easily viewed through binoculars but through small to moderate telescopes appears as an irregular grouping of around 30 stars.
