Date: 21st Jan 2019
Time UT: 3:40 to 4:45
Location: Back Garden looking West (Lat N50 42’, Long W3 4’)
Weather: Intermittent cloud
Instrument: Nikon D3300 with 70-300 telephoto lens on fixed tripod.


Report:

Viewing started at 3:40 – Moon visible intermittently, initially no stars seen. Light conditions good no street lights or house lights, but misty atmosphere.

Unfamiliar with camera focusing in low light conditions using telephoto lens, so focus not good. Normally fixed to telescope.
Sky started to clear between 3:45 and 4:30 as main stars became visible between cloud. Plough directly overhead, but eventually clouded over by 4:45 UT.

Observed Moon move into eclipse but clouded over by totality.
Meteor trail seen at about 3:50UT, from south west heading east, bright white trail about 250 long.
Following pictures taken ISO 1600 f8; manual range of telephoto settings and exposures.
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Observing stopped at4:45 UT due to cloud cover.
